The Earth from the Air exhibition at Oxford Castle has

given rise to some lively discussion/debates and the talk
continues — over the croissants.

Storytelling Takes Flight in Oxford

It's not rocket science but it is magic. Since
2006 the Story Museum, with support from
Creative Partnerships, has been working
with Oxford’s Isis Schools Cluster to boost
children’s language and creative skills. The
project began with a ‘storyday’: children
heard a tale of The Minotaur then, in
smaller groups, re-experienced the story
through a multi-sensory exhibition. This
proved so popular that the Story Museum
returned with an Arab wonder tale, “The
Tree of Life”, plus “The Hot Story”, a tale
about climate change, and “Stories to Join
in With”, five playful world tales. As one

head put it, “The children were spellbound -
and so were the adults”.

Teachers were so impressed by how well
the stories engaged different children

that they asked for training in storytelling
themselves. This began with an INSET
day for all the Isis schools, run by Chris
Smith and Pie Corbett from the Museum.
By the end of the session, everyone could
tell an excellent Little Red Hen, complete
with actions. Tom Walker, head teacher of
Church Cowley St James School said the
day was “one of the best ever” and Linda
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information exchanges for teachers.

Hindle, deputy head teacher, Larkrise
School described it as inspirational.

The partnership continues to evolve.
Teachers, with support from the Story
Museum, are now turning the children into
storytellers and noticing marked impact on
their spoken and written language, their
enthusiasm and confidence. Pip Murray,
head teacher at SS Mary & John and Chair
of Isis says: “The role of story making in the
context of raising attainment is now firmly
on the agenda.”

Economic Study Will Measure
Culture’s Contribution to
County’s Well-Being

“Cultural industries make up more

than 7% of the economy and are one

of the fastest growing sectors, with a
growth rate twice that of the rest of the
economy.” Data from DCMS and SEEDA

Research into the impact of culture on the
county’s prosperity is being commissioned
by Oxford Inspires. Funding for an
economic impact study has already come
from Arts Council England and local
agencies, with preliminary work expected
to start in the new year.

Creative organisations and businesses
connected with culture and the arts will
all be sent a questionnaire as part of an
initial audit. Its aim is not only to measure
the size of the cultural sector but also

to find out what sort of support might be
needed to help it grow in the future. A
series of focus group meetings is also
planned — and there will be an opportunity
to air views at Oxfordshire County
Council’s Cultural Forum next April.

In May, a day’s conference will bring the
cultural community together to listen to
the study’s findings and talk further about
future development before a plan for
action is finalised in June.

Oxford Inspires Chief Executive Sarah
Maxfield said: “The economic impact
study will be more than a simple research
project: it will operate as a blueprint for
planning the future growth of the cultural
and creative industries. We aim to
involve senior local politicians, business
leaders and the Business Schools of both
universities.

“Our vision is to promote an Oxfordshire
which is internationally recognised as a
leading city and region for culture — and to
ensure that culture is fully integrated into
any consideration of the future wellbeing
of the county. In order to achieve this we
first need to review and understand the
local picture better.”

The economic impact study will also
contribute to the development of the
county’s tourism policy. Independent
evaluation has already shown that
cultural programmes such as Evolving
City and Oxfordshire 2007, which were
coordinated and marketed by Oxford
Inspires on behalf of local organisations,
contributed to the county’s economy by
bringing in new funding, new visitors and
extra business.

Winter Windows

They
include Sally Austin, working with pupils from
Matthew Arnold School, Lois Muddiman, Lucy
Phillps, Loredana Faraon, Harriet Rutter, Wez
Jacobs, Paul Batten and community groups
from Madley Park and photographer Helen
White working with 3D artist Pam Foley,
Deddington Youth Club and the Windmill Club.

Pegasus is Close to Its Target
A New Theatre Becomes a Reality

ulldozers will be soon be moving in at
Pegasus. January sees work start on
the theatre’s new £6.3M development,

now that the public fundraising campaign has
almost reached its target.

The first stage of the project involves levelling
the studio and workshops at
the rear before work on the
main building starts next May,
when the theatre closes.

The show goes on, however,
with Pegasus setting up
activity in East Oxford

The new development will keep the shell of
the existing auditorium but the interior will
be completely remodelled to provide new
lighting and sound systems, seating and
a semi-sprung floor. A front extension will
include an upstairs café and a larger foyer
extending to the pavement. Said fundraising
manager Dominique Cadiou:
| “It's going to be a place which
young people can truly call
their own. I've been really
impressed with the way they
have been involved in their
new theatre — it goes beyond
consultation.”

2009-2012: A Five-Point Plan for Culture

Oxford Inspires aims to develop new creative opportunities in
five directions over the next three years. Here’s a bird’s eye view:

Creative Communities

Helping to develop and market events and
festivals that bring people together to celebrate —
and give Oxfordshire a reputation, at home and
abroad, as a centre of cultural innovation and
excellence.

In practice: Oxford Inspires is working to develop
five new festivals with a national profile by 2012.
These include supporting the organisers of
Alice’s Day (pictured below), and The Children’s
Food Festival (pictured below right), as well

as working to bring a major international arts
festival for children to the county by 2011. A new
event to rival Luminox for knockout factor is

also part of the equation, if funds can be raised.
Oxford Inspires will help to build capacity and
provide umbrella marketing.
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Creative Connections

Creating new and exciting ways of attracting
people to culture - and inspiring artists to be
innovative and ambitious.

In practice: In 2010 we hope to connect the
worlds of art and science in an exciting events
programme developed in partnership with the
Oxford Trust and culminating in Oxfordshire
Science Week. In 2011 and beyond we plan to
encourage unusual art in unusual settings, using
Oxfordshire’s world class buildings, landscape
and history as creative inspiration for artists,
musicians and performers.

Creative Learning

Building partnerships between schools and
creative organisations to enhance learning.

In practice: We will continue working to expand
the national Creative Partnerships programme in
Oxfordshire — giving schools access to advice
and funding for creative learning projects and
providing new work opportunities for artists. We
hope to be working with OISSP (Oxfordshire
Independent/State Schools Partnership) to
initiate some exciting schools science projects in
2010.

Creative Spaces

Working to improve facilities for creative people
and organisations

In practice: Last year we produced a Cultural
Strategy for Oxford’s West End and we expect
to be involved in further planning. In 2008 and
2009 we are supporting the redevelopment of
Oxford’s Old Fire Station as a centre for creative
skills and arts participation, a project led by
Oxford City Council in partnership with Crisis,
the homelessness charity. We will continue to
advise on applications for Lottery funding for
capital projects.

Creative Capacity

Making the case for culture, attracting new
investment and helping cultural organisations to
grow.

In practice: We shall be commissioning research
in early 2009 to measure the economic impact
of culture in the county [see p.4] as part of our
role to speak up for culture and its importance
across a range of forums. In 2009 and

beyond we shall extend our role in brokering
partnerships between businesses and cultural
organisations. We will continue to try to attract
new opportunities and money into the county
—including those generated by the national
Cultural Olympiad to 2012. <
